































































































Instructions for use CORDLESS CHAINSAW m

Starting the Device

1. Press the automatic lock button on the device (Step 1) to unlock it.

2. Then press the start switch (Step 2) — the device will start operating.

3. Once the device is running, you can release the safety lock button — the machine will
continue to operate.

Note: The device functions only when it has been started and is in operation.

Stopping the Device
Ensure that the automatic lock button on the device head has returned to its original position.

Cutting Techniques

» Do not use it to cut materials other than wood and wood products. Doing so may result in
unexpected and serious accidents.

+ Please do not use it for felling trees (too thick, hard trunk). This is essential for the long-
-term and reliable operation of the device.

Safety Rules During Operation

1. While operating the device, keep your other hand at least 15 cm away from the cutting
area. Do not place it near the blade.

2. Do not use the device for forceful cutting of larger tree branches, as this may cause the

chain to jam. In cold and damp weather conditions, to protect the battery, place it under

waterproof clothing. Do not use the device on rainy days.

It is recommended to remove the battery after use.

4. If the user feels that the battery is insufficient or the cutting is not smooth enough, check if
the battery is discharged and perform maintenance and cleaning of the device.

Chainsaw Jamming During Cutting:

Stop and secure the chainsaw. Do not forcibly remove the chain and guide bar from the cut, as
this may cause the chain to snap back and hit the operator. This situation usually occurs when
the wood is improperly supported, causing the cut to close under pressure and jam the guide
bar. If adjusting the support does not release the guide bar and chain, use wooden wedges or
a lever to widen the cut and free the saw. Never start the chainsaw while the guide bar is alre-
ady in the cut. The user must ensure the chainsaw is professionally maintained and serviced.
Safe chain sharpening should only be performed by professionals.

Refilling Chain Lubricant:

WARNING! Never operate the chainsaw without chain lubricant. Operating without lubrication
can damage the guide bar and chain. It is important to regularly check the oil level in the tank
and before starting the chainsaw each time.

Maintain the oil level at no less than 1/4 of the tank’s capacity to ensure adequate oil for the
task.

Note: When pruning trees, it is recommended to use vegetable oil. Mineral oil may harm trees.
Never use waste oil, automotive engine oil, or very thick oils, as they could damage the saw
chain. Clean the surface around the tank cap to prevent contamination. Unscrew and remove
the oil tank cap. Fill the tank with oil and observe the oil level. Reattach and tighten the cap.
Wipe away any spilled oil.

Repairs and Maintenance:

»  Service tasks not described in the manual should be carried out by an authorized service
center.

»  For safe use, only use original parts.

«  Before starting maintenance, turn off the device and disconnect the battery.

*  When storing the battery in a secure container, avoid contact with sharp parts. When han-
dling the chain, wear protective gloves to prevent cuts from the blades.

* Regular cleaning and maintenance are crucial for the long-term and reliable operation of
the device.
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Usage

«  Ensure that the device is functioning properly and reliably, and that it has not come into
contact with tree branches. Press the safety lock release button and operate the trigger
switch.

*  When the chainsaw is running steadily, slowly place the base of the guide bar against the
tree branch and cut the support at the front end of the device’s main body.

Safe Cutting Guidelines
Cutting with the front end of the guide bar may cause the device to detach and lead to
injuries. Ensure you use the base of the guide bar while cutting.

+ Do not twist the device during cutting to avoid damage and malfunction.

*  Avoid applying excessive force during cutting. Hold the device steadily to ensure maxi-
mum efficiency.

»  After completing a cut, the branch may suddenly fall due to losing support at the front end.
To prevent losing control of the chainsaw, firmly hold the device.

* Do not remove the battery without first releasing the chainsaw trigger switch.

Turning Off the Device
1. Release the device switch.
2. Do not remove the battery unless you have released the safety lock release button.

Preventing Overheating

» If the device overheats, it will automatically stop operating to protect the motor and battery.

* In such situations, stop using the device and wait at least 1 hour for it to cool down before
turning it back on.

Steps for Replacing the Chain

Precautions for Chain Replacement
*  Ensure the device is turned off and the battery has been removed.
»  Always wear protective gloves during chain removal or installation.

»  Make sure the chain’s rotation direction is correct and install it properly after thorough
inspection.

Removing the Chain

1. Loosen the compression nut by turning it counterclockwise and remove the compression
cover (side cover).

2. Remove the protective cover.

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3. After removing the side cover, as shown in the illustration, simply take out the guide bar.

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How to Install the Cutting Chain
Place the chainsaw panel at the front of the guide bar. Rotate the cutting tool blade to the left

and insert a new cutting chain or the previously removed one. Feed the chain drive into the
guide bar groove, which will cause the chain on the opposite side to loosen, as shown in the

illustration.

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Cutting Chain Installation Components

+ Blade Edge: Directed to the left and aligned with the groove.

»  Transmission Plate: Component transferring power to the chain.

*  Cutting Head: The part of the chain responsible for cutting.

»  Drive Chain: The chain seated in the guide bar groove.

*  Guide Bar Groove: The channel where the drive chain is seated.

*  Guide Bar: The component supporting and guiding the chain.

*  Guide Bar Mounting Hole: The point where the guide bar is attached to the device.

»  Slack: The looseness in the chain, which must be properly tensioned after installation.

Note:
If the guide bar adjustment pin does not fit into the guide bar mounting hole, use a tool (e.g., a
screwdriver) to loosen the chain tension and realign the components.
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5. Side Cover Installation

1. Install the side cover and tighten the nut.
2. After tightening the nut, turn the knob to the right (clockwise) to secure the side cover.

Note:
After tightening the compression nut, adjusting the chain guide will no longer be possible. Be
careful not to overtighten it.

Method for Adjusting the Cutting Chain

Safety Rules and Chain Tension Adjustment

»  Always wear protective gloves when using the chainsaw.

+  Check and adjust the chain tension before each use.

»  Tighten the chain. A new chain may stretch during the first uses, so carefully adjust its
tension. Always remove the battery before making adjustments.
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Chain Tension Adjustment Instructions

1. Use the included wrench and screwdriver to adjust the chain tension.

2. The optimal distance between the guide bar and the bottom edge of the chain should be
approximately 2—4 mm.

Chain Tension Adjustment Instructions

1. If the chain tension is too tight:
Use a screwdriver to turn the tensioning screw counterclockwise to loosen it.

2. 2.If the chain is too loose:
Turn the tensioning screw clockwise to tighten it.

« If the chain has slipped off the guide bar groove, place the chain drive back into the guide
bar groove before adjusting the tension.

Checking Chain Tension

1. How to check chain tension:

Lift the chain by hand in the middle of the guide bar.

2. Tension Standard:

Three middle drive teeth of the chain should be visible when the chain is lifted.

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Additional Information on Installation and Usage

* 3 Middle Drive Teeth: Chain tension adjustment standard — when the chain is lifted in the
middle of the guide bar, three middle drive teeth should be visible.

«  Cutting Head: The key component of the saw responsible for cutting.

*  Chain Drive: The chain guided in the guide bar groove.

*  Guide Bar: The component on which the chain moves, ensuring cutting precision.

» Distance: The optimal chain slack between the guide bar and the bottom end of the chain
is 2—4 mm.

Note

*  Chain teeth must face forward!

*  The electric battery chainsaw is equipped with a chain tension adjustment device. When
installing the guide bar, ensure that the guide bar adjustment pin is properly seated in the
guide bar mounting holes.

Before Use

Before using the product, carefully read the user manual. Users should familiarize themselves
with the product’s features and basic operating methods. Use and maintain the product in
accordance with the user manual to ensure proper operation. Keep the user manual near the

device.
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10. Repair and Maintenance

»  After use, immediately clean the device with a dry cloth.

» Do not use water or chemical agents for cleaning, as they may damage the external ca-
sing and cause accidents such as leaks.

*  Regularly clean and ensure the air intake of the motor remains unobstructed to prevent
debris buildup, which could affect motor cooling.

*  Avoid using the device in environments with high levels of dust.

*  Occasionally, sparks may appear at the air outlet — this is normal and does not damage
the device.

» If the power cord is damaged, it should be replaced at an authorized service center or by
qualified professionals to prevent hazards.

11. Noise emission

Noise level measurements were carried out in accordance with the requirements of standards:
EN ISO 11202 and EN ISO 3744:2010.

The measured noise level for the L04302 chainsaw is:

«  Equivalent continuous sound pressure level (LpA): 78.8 dB(A)

*  Guaranteed sound power level (LWA): 93 dB(A)

Note: As the noise level exceeds 70 dB(A), it is recommended to use appropriate hearing pro-
tection when operating the device, especially during prolonged exposure to noise.
